Guidelines for the Clinical Day Release
Residents in the Family Medicine Program should attend a regular Family Medicine clinic once a week at a primary health care center.
Objectives:

1. To provide continuity of care to a selected group of patients/families.

2. To help trainee acquire skills important for family physicians e.g. clinical problem solving, team work, consultation skills, negotiation skills, presentation skills. 

General Rules:

· The residents will be released from their commitments in the hospital rotations for this specific day 
Supervision:

· The residents are in a training program hence they should always be working under supervision of a trainer.

· Direct observation by the trainer is strongly encouraged
Timings:

· Timings are from 7:30 AM  until 2:30 PM

· One fixed day per week (4 days per block for R1 and 3 days per block for R2 & R3)

Evaluation:

· At the end of the rotation, the residents should have at least 3 completed Linking Learning to Practice (LLP) per block under the supervision of the trainers.

· Clinical Day Release Evaluation form is to be filled out by the trainer once per block

· Sufficient time should be allocated for doing the monthly evaluation 

· The Evaluation should be discussed with the resident

Problems with Attitude:

· Any absence, late coming, or inappropriate clinical practice, or behavior should be documented and brought to the notice of the Advisor of the resident.
