Instructions for Supervision of Residents placed under Probation/ Failure to Progress
Probation is a period of close observations of a resident. The probation period is usually six months as stated by the OMSB bylaws.

Probation decision is taken by the Scientific Committee.

Probation is usually for 2 main reasons:

1. Lack in knowledge (e.g. a resident who gets 2 unsatisfactory monthly evaluations)

2. Problems with attitude (e.g. a resident who has problems with punctuality)

Failure to progress is a period of time when a resident is stopped from progression from one academic level to the next (e.g. from R1 to R2) due to failing an exam (e.g. OMSB part one). The period ends when the resident passes the exam.
 General rules:

The same general rules for supervision of other residents are also applied here.

Specific Rules:

1. Assignments: A resident who is placed under probation is expected to do more in terms of assignments (e.g. 6 Linking Learning to Practice per block compared to 4 which is required normally by the other residents)

2. Problems with attitude and failure to follow regulations: (e.g. not appearing for duty) should be taken seriously and reported immediately to the program director or to the chairman of the Scientific Committee.
3. Additional evaluation form for residents under probation: This form should be filled by the supervisor in addition to the regular evaluation form.
